Judge Vance has reviewed the recent emails from the parties and directs as follows:

1. With regard to the objections raised by Octagon, CREM, and Riverside (“the landlords”)  to direction 10 of the directions of 1 May 2021, I agree that if Mr Unsdorfer seeks a variation of the terms of the Management Order, he should submit and serve a formal application which will be considered alongside the current applications. However, I do not consider this impacts on the current directions timetable. The landlords assert that to allow such an application at this stage denies them proper opportunity to comment on the Manager’s application. I do not agree. Direction 11 provides for the landlords to respond to current applications.  I extend Direction 11 to include the  landlords’ response to any application by Mr Unsdorfer to vary the Management Order

2. By 30 June 2021 Riverside CREM 3 Limited must confirm to the tribunal, and to the other parties, if it wishes to maintain its application to strike out CAL’s application. The points made in Riverside’s email to the tribunal dated 28 May 2021 were addressed when, on 1 June 2021, I refused it permission to appeal my decision dated 28 April 2021 in application LON/00BG/LVM/2021/0005. I note that in an email in response dated 28 May 2021, CAL stated that out of an abundance of caution it would urgently issue an application for a new Management Order to include those parts of the Estate falling within Riverside’s title. No such application has, however, been received. If the strike out application is maintained  it appears suitable for determination on the papers and without an oral hearing.

3. As to the listing of the final hearing, I remain of the view, for the reasons stated in the directions of 1 May 2021, that the applications should be heard together. It appears to me that all applications are capable of determination within four days. The parties’ current dates to avoid do not permit a hearing in August and I currently plan to be away for much of September. All parties must, by 2 July 2021 provide the tribunal with dates to avoid for a four day hearing in October or November 2021.
