WHEREAS THE TRIBUNAL has considered the application for permission to appeal and the response on behalf of Mr Coates received on 16 March 2017.

The Tribunal wishes to consider the application and hear the appeal (if permission is granted) at an oral hearing during the week beginning 20 March 2017.  The Tribunal's preferred date would be Wednesday 22 March. 

The Tribunal will not take this course unless it will be of practical benefit.  In particular if it is already too late for Mr Coates to take the required steps to procure the necessary insurance (assuming the application or the appeal were to be dismissed) the Tribunal will not hear the matter urgently.

IT IS ORDERED

1. The application for permission to appeal (with appeal to follow if permission is grated) will be heard at the Royal Courts of Justice at 10.30am on 22 March 2017 (subject to any application under paragraph 4 below to fix a different time).

2. Mr Coates shall inform the Tribunal as soon as possible whether he considers himself still to be in a position to procure the required insurance by 31 March.

3. Pending the hearing of the application neither party shall insure the building but, notwithstanding the Tribunal’s order of 13 March 2017, both parties may take steps preparatory to insuring the building.
